Pattern Rules for Group Il (-ea)
1. Vowel Transformations: This group is famous for vowel shifts in the root.
o a=-»e:Acddea (to fall) > Eu cad, but Noi cddem.
o ea=>e:Avedea (to see) > Noi vedem.

2. The "Third Person Singular" Check: Unlike Group | (which ends in -a), Group Il verbs
usually end in -e for the El/Ea form (e.g., vede, tace, cade).

3. Noi/Voi Consistency: Just like Group Ill, these verbs are very stable in the plural. They
use the endings -em and -eti attached to the root.
