Pattern Rules for Group Il (-e)

1. The "Eu" and "Ei" Rule: In almost all Group Il verbs, the Eu (1) form and the Ei/Ele
(They) form are identical.

o Eumerg/Eimerg
o Eufac/Eifac

2. The "Noi/Voi" Rule: These are the easiest. Just take the infinitive (e.g., merge) and
change the ending to -em and -eti.

o Mergem / Mergeti
o Facem / Faceti

3. Vowel Shifts: Some verbs change the middle vowel.
o e=»a:Ardmdéne becomes Eu rdman.

o i=>a:Avinde becomes Eu vdnd.
